Recommended Service Schedule

Every month:
· Is the check engine light on?

· Check oil level.

· Check lights.

· Check tire inflation and condition.

· Check windshield washer fluid.

Every 3,000 miles or 3 months:
· Replace engine oil and filter. 

· Lube chassis fittings, hood and door hinges.

· Check air filter, cabin air filter condition.

· Check and top off fluids:  brake fluid, power steering fluid, antifreeze/coolant, differential/transaxle gear lube, transmission fluid

· Visually check exhaust, drive train (axles, boots, joints), struts and shocks, wiper blade condition

Every 7,500 miles or 6 months:
· Service battery. 

· Rotate and balance tires. 

Every 15,000 miles or 1 year:
· Inspect all belts and hoses.

· Replace air, cabin and fuel filters. 

· Replace PCV and breather element. 

· Replace carbon canister filter. 

· Service brakes. 

· Safety Inspection.

Every 30,000 miles or 2 years:
· Flush and replace coolant. 

· Flush and refill brake fluid. 

· Flush and fill transmission fluid. Replace transmission filter. 

· Inspect distributor cap, rotor and wires. 

· Inspect spark plugs. 

· Clean fuel injectors and intake system.

· Service battery. 

· Rotate and balance tires. 

· Inspect wheel bearings and repack.

· Replace differential/transfer case fluid. 

Every 60,000 miles: 
· Flush and refill power steering fluid. 

· Replace timing belt.  (Note: some manufacturers recommend timing belt replacement at 90,000 or 105,000 miles)

These are general guidelines for the regular maintenance of passenger cars, mini vans, pickups and SUVs.  An oil change every 3,000 miles is an accepted recommendation for most cars.  Always refer to your vehicle owner’s manual for specific recommendations by the carmaker.
